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                                                       Frequently Asked Questions

This document is written to provide members with an update on questions/issues that are raised from time to time and addressed by the committee.  Should any members have any subsequent questions that they would like to ask and have answered, then please send them in to Steve Knight at knightsm@hotmail.co.uk.  Some issues may need to be addressed at committee meetings (held every two months) so please bear with us with responses if that is the case.

Q1:  Would the Club consider providing tennis balls for club sessions?

A1:  The committee has considered this issue at a number of committee meetings, past and present.  Options have included providing ex-match balls, providing new balls or continuing as we are where members bring their own balls to these sessions.  
On balance, we have decided not to provide balls for club sessions.  Our rationale is as follows.  We are pleased to offer a number of organised club sessions each week.  Members will be aware of the Saturday p.m., Sunday p.m., Tuesday evening and Thursday evening sessions.  However, there are also a number of additional arranged sessions such as men’s morning (Wednesday), Open Sessions (Friday and Monday 11a.m.-1p.m.) and then the many junior sqauds.  We are also seeing a number of the ladies arranging regular sessions, that in time could rival that of men’s morning.  As you can see from this, the demand for either new or ex-match balls at all of these sessions would be significant.  Whilst we do have a number of matches that generate ex-match balls – there would not be enough to supply all the club sessions, without discriminating or prioritising some club sessions above others.  And whilst the cost of new balls has come down in price to the club and its members, providing new balls for all sessions would represent a significant cost commitment year-in year-out.   We have decided, therefore, that instead of providing balls for club sessions we will allow members to use floodlights free of charge at all times.  We will also strive to keep any increases in membership subscription to an acceptable level, so that playing tennis at Pit Farm represents best vale in the area.  New balls can be bought in the club house for £3; ex-match balls for £1.  
Q2  Should I bring balls to Club Sessions?
A2  Yes.  It is unfair to rely upon the same people to supply balls and everyone attending Club Sessions should make the effort to bring along and offer up appropriate balls for play. 
Q3  How do I get tokens for the floodlights?
A3  Tokens can actually be found in the floodlight control boxes just inside the gate adjacent to courts 3,4 and 5.  As floodlights are now free for use for all members, please would you only put in enough tokens to cover the period that you will use.  This will save on electricity after you have finished playing. 
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
