With the exception of our newly joined members, all of us will recall the devastating event of 2007 when we lost our Club Chairman, Mark Trundle.  Mark was in post for a decade and made a huge impact on the club as we enjoy it today.  We have considered many ways of commemorating Mark and this document sets out how we wish to do on an annually recurring basis. 

Commencing in 2008, we will instigate an annual award entitled “The Mark Trundle Member of the Year Award”.

Candidates for the award

The Award is open to all categories of membership, without exception.  Candidates for the award must be nominated by a fellow member.  Candidates cannot nominate themselves.  In keeping with Mark’s ethos – the award is not about recognizing the best tennis players in the club.  Mark actively joined in at club sessions, mixing with players of all standard.  He was also extremely keen to promote the social side of the club.  Lastly, Mark put in a lot of effort in helping Pit Farm to be the club we all benefit from today.  This annual award is therefore introduced to recognise either of the following:

· contribution to the club throughout the previous 12 months to Pit Farm;

· notable achievement throughout the previous 12 months.

The winner’s reward

The winner of the award will receive free membership in their appropriate category for the following year.  In addition, a board (similar to the tournament winners’ boards) will be installed in our club house, duly inscribed with the title of the award.  The winner’s name and date will be etched each year.  Combined, we have both an appropriate permanent reference to Mark in the club house and an accolade to the member who has made a significant contribution or has achieved greatly in the year.

How to nominate people / How the winner is decided

The committee will decide on the winner at the Committee meeting preceding the event when the award is to be presented.  Nominations should take the form of a half page narrative describing the contribution to the club or the member’s achievement in the preceding year.  Nominations can be made at any time, and sent either by email, by post or in person to Sarah Williams, Club Secretary. The narratives will then be presented to the committee to read at the meeting, after which the committee will vote on the winner.  Should there be a tie, the Club Secretary shall have the casting vote.   Note, that if a member of the committee is nominated, that person will not be able to vote on the outcome. 
For 2008, the winner of the award will be announced at the October Team’s dinner on Tuesday 7th October.  All nominees will be invited to that function.  The date of the Committee meeting preceding this is Wednesday 3rd September.  All nominations should be submitted and received by Sarah Williams by Monday 1st September.  For 2009 onwards, the award will be presented at the Summer Party.  
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
