          Club Rules (précis)

1
Introduction
1.1
Pit Farm (Guildford) Hard Court Tennis Club, hereafter “the Club”, is a non-profit making member’s club.  The Club comprises playing, honorary and social members limited to such numbers in each of the various categories as set out from time to time by the Committee.  

1.2
The smooth running of the club depends on the reasonable application and interpretation of the regulations of the Club. If a situation arises that causes difficulty, please inform a member of the Committee.
1.3
This précis version of the Club rules is not written to replace or supercede the full listing of Club rules and regulations, but to provide an easy-to-read, summarised version.  Should any member wish to read a full version of the rules, these will be provided on request. 
2
Categories of membership
2.1
The following categories of membership apply:
	A. Full Playing Senior Member

	B. Honorary Member

	C. Five-day Senior Playing Member (Mon – Fri)

	D. Temporary Member

	E. Full Playing Member over the age of 18 years who shall not have attained the age of 23 years on the 1st March in the year of his/her election.

	F. Non-Playing Social Member

	H. Junior Member being over 8 and under 18 years on 1st March in the year of his/her election.

	J. Limited Senior Playing Member, excluding Club days/evenings. Requiring tuition/practice before attaining playing-in standard. 

	J+ Limited Senior Playing member, excluding Tuesday/Saturday club days/evenings. Requiring tuition/practice to attain playing-in standard.

	Off Peak. Monday to Friday, 11.00a.m. to 4.00p.m. only. Friday/Saturday evenings (winter) and Friday/Saturday/Sunday evenings (summer) after 6.00p.m.


3.
Play sessions
3.1 Organised tennis is arranged on the following days/times.  Members in each of the categories set out in section 2 shall be limited to attendance at the sessions as shown below:

	Monday
	'Open Session' from 11a.m. to 1p.m. (see Pay and Play) – all categories welcome, including non-members of the club. Junior members have 6 courts for coaching and organised play from 4.00p.m. to 6.00p.m.

	Tuesday
	Club evenings from 6.00p.m. onwards; with mix-ins arranged by Derek. All 6 courts.  A, C and E members and A Squad juniors only.

	Wednesday
	Men's morning 9.30a.m. to 12 midday.  A, C, J, J+ and E members. Junior members have 6 courts for coaching and organised play from 4.00p.m. to 6.00p.m.

	Thursday
	Club evenings from 6.00p.m. onwards; with mix-ins arranged by Derek. All 6 courts.  A, C, J+ and E members.

	Friday
	'Open Session' from 11a.m. to 1p.m. – all categories welcome, including non-members of the club.  Juniors: 4.00-6.00p.m., as on Mondays and Wednesdays.

	Saturday
	Junior squads in the morning: courts 3, 4 & 5 - 9.30a.m. to 2.00p.m.  Adult Club Afternoon from 2.00p.m. to 6.00p.m. - all 6 courts are used for doubles mix-in, arranged by Derek Wakeling.  A, E members and A Squad juniors only.

	Sunday
	Club Afternoon from 2.00p.m. to 6.00p.m., as on Saturday, - all 6 courts are used for doubles mix-in, arranged by Nicki Seys. A, J+, E members. 


Note:  from October to April, weekend club sessions commence officially from 1:30 p.m.

3.2
Where play is organised by either Derek Wakeling, Nicki Seys or Voytek Sarama, courts are at their disposal.  

3.3.
Outside of the organised sessions in 3.1 above, courts may be booked in 1 hour sessions, subject to the regulations and priorities set out in 3.4 below. The court booking board is on the veranda outside the clubhouse.
3.4
Court Booking
3.4.1
Any court may be booked for a maximum period of 1 hour; periods start and finish on the hour. 
3.4.2
A court is reserved by entering one of the playing member’s surnames, and the day of the week, in the appropriate space on the booking board. 
3.4.3
Bookings may only be made on the day of play - not before (except floodlit courts, for which a weekly booking system operates - see section 3.4.7 below). 
3.4.4
It is not permissible for members to book more than 1 hour (or 90 minutes for floodlight bookings) by using another member's name, or by switching to another court. 

3.4.5 In the event of a member booking a court and that court is not being used immediately prior to the reserved hour, it may be used by that member on condition that they give way to any other member during the initial period - if no other courts are available. 
3.4.6 Members may only reserve a court for themselves. It is not permissible to book a court for other members. 
3.4.7 Members may book floodlighted courts for up to 90 minutes at a time.  The booking sheet for floodlight courts 3, 4 and 5 is sited inside the clubhouse.  Booking sheets for floodlight courts are put up each Saturday.  Members can book one week in advance.  Booking conditions 3.4.2, 3.4.4, 3.4.5 and 3.4.6 apply to floodlight bookings. 
3.5
Priority
3.5.1
The order of priority for court booking is as follows:
· Organised Club Sessions (see 3.1 above) and Club Matches;
· Tournament Matches - both Club and 'Outside', Senior and Junior. 

· Doubles has priority over singles on Saturday and Sunday mornings. 

· A singles game has priority over someone practicing against the wall on court 6 - if all other courts are in use. 

· The Club Coach has priority on court 6 at all times with the exception of Organised Club Sessions. 
3.5.2
Not withstanding the order of priority in 3.5.1, Club Matches have first call on Courts 1 and 2.
3.5.3
Advance notice of matches can be seen on the calendar inside the club house and on the white board on the balcony.
4.
Subscriptions
4.1
All annual subscriptions shall be payable by 1st March in each year.  Any member more than one month in arrears shall not be entitled to use any of the club’s facilities. 
5.
Conduct of members
5.1.
Members and their guests must be suitably dressed in recognised tennis attire when using the tennis courts.  Only non-marking tennis shoes are permitted.

5.2
All members have a responsibility to behave well on Club premises and at other tennis clubs whilst representing the Club in matches or official business. 

5.3
Any member contravening any tangible rule or regulation or whose membership would, in the opinion of the Committee, be prejudicial to the interests of the Club, may be expelled by the Committee.  The Committee undertakes to act reasonably in all such cases. 

5.4
Dogs (save for guide dogs) shall not be allowed on the Club’s premises.

5.5
Members bringing young children to the Club premises must ensure that their behaviour will not distract play or other Members of the Club.

6.
Visitors
6.1
Names and addresses of visiting tennis players must be entered into the visitor’s book prior to the commencement of play. Equally, the introducing member must pay the visitor’s fee before commencement of play.  With the express exception of Open Sessions (see section 3.1 above), the same visitor should play as a guest no more than six times in any one calendar year.  For avoidance of doubt, a non-member can play an unlimited number of times whilst attending Open Sessions, as well as up to six times per calendar year outside of this organised play. 
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
